“The Silver Streak takes the worry out of driving and lets seniors maintain their independence and 

freedom,” said Geri Heppe, board member and Director of the Life Enrichment Center at Lutheran 

Homes of Oconomowoc. “They can get to the grocery store, YMCA, medical appointments or 

here without worrying about driving.”
